Abu Simbel Optional Day Excursion

Visit the great sun temples of Abu Simbel, built by Ramses II at the
height of his New Kingdom reign. In one of the world's greatest
cooperative preservation efforts, these temples were dismantled and
moved in 1968 to save them from the flooding of the Aswan Dam.
The Temple of Ramses II was constructed so that the sun's rays
would illuminate four statues of Egyptian deities within the sanctuary
on his birthday and on the anniversary of his coronation, October 20
and February 20. The temple is fronted by four colossal figures of
Ramses II seated with the gods and attended by his Queen and
daughters. The smaller temple is dedicated to Queen Nefertari, who
appears as Hathor, the goddess of love, joy and fertility.

This option includes transportation by air from Aswan, round trip transfers, guide and
entrance fee. A soft drink will be served on the airplane, lunch is not included.
Duration: approximately 6.0 hours. Transportation is included. Please note a minimum
of 10 passengers is required. This option must be booked when booking the tour and
passport number is required at time of booking; this option is non-refundable within

Aswan

St. Simeon Monastery by Camel $40 USD
The history of the monastery of St. Simeon, which has survived as a Christian stronghold in southern Egypt, dates
back to the 7th century. Originally called Anba Hatre Monastery St. Simeon housed up to 300 monks and
received up to 100 pilgrims at a time. The monastery was surrounded by a 30 foot high wall, which doubled as a
fortress. The principal church of the Monastery was built during the first half of the eleventh century and
represents the oldest of its kind in Egypt. It is an important example of a domed oblong church, a type that dates
back to the beginning of Egypt's Fatimid Period (969-1173). Your adventure into the desert begins by crossing
the Nile River on a traditional felucca, followed by a very short walk in the desert and then an exciting camel ride
to the monastery’s entrance.

Price includes round trip transportation from the hotel or ship, camel ride (approximately 20 minutes) entrance
fee and guide. Duration: Approximately 3 hours. Please note a minimum of 10 passengers is required.
