TUITION POLICIES

ÅWeekly fees are due on Fridays in advance of care. Payments 
must be made by recurring debit/credit card. 

ÅA $30.00 fee will be assessed for declined credit/debit card 
payments.

ÅLate fees will be assessed at a rate of $5.00 per day, with a 
maximum non -resolution period of 5 days, at which time 
childcare will be terminated.

ÅAll fees are nonrefundable and non -transferrable.

ÅRP ECDC does not prorate for days that we are closed due to 
holiday, inclement weather or emergency closure. Classes 
missed due to illness, vacation or other scheduling conflict are 
not prorated and cannot be made up or swapped for another 
day of attendance. We will prorate if you are required to 
quarantine due to COVID -19.

ÅAny changes in enrollment will result in a $15 registration fee to 
adjust the account.

ÅOne -week advance notice is required if discontinuing care.
